But even mote poignant is the destruction that
we viewed a little bit later in Stepney, Here a crowd-
ed population lived over small shops and in rows of
two-storey houses.  Today there is only one-third of
the old population left and each empty building speaks
of a personal tragedv.

They showed me one of the hig shelters which at
one time housed as many as 12,000 people, and where
even now about 300 old people come to sleep every
night., They feel cared for and less lonely, and their
own houses are no longer very secure.

It seemed to me as [ walked through the brick
compartments of that shelter that[ learned something
about fear and resistance to total destruction which
exists in all human beings. How could people be
herded together like this night after night without
some epidemic being the result? And vet it was done,
and the spirit of kindness and cheerfulness prevailed,
and those who had lost so much still managed to
smile.
